of His Grace, Archbishop Hilarion
of Sydney, Australia & New Zealand
The Lord's Pascha, 2003

Beloved in the Lord, Clergy and Flock of the Australian & New Zealand Diocese!

Christ is Risen!
We glorify today Christ our God, Who rose from the dead, and exalt the Vanquisher of death
and the Redeemer of the human race. Ceaselessly we repeat the hymn of the good news
concerning the Resurrection of the Saviour, first proclaimed by the myrrh-bearing women:
«Christ is Risenl»

Christ, Who triumphed over the enemy and defeated Hades, invites us fo receive from Him the
remission of our sins and the fruits of His Resurrection (as the holy hierarch of the 2nd
century, Meliton of Sardis, expresses so beautifully):

«For T am your remission,

I am the Passover of salvation,
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I am the Lamb, slain for you,

I am your Liberator,

I am your Life,

I am your Resurrection,

I am your Light,

T am your Salvation,

I am your King.

I raise you to the heights of heaven.

I will show you the Father,

Who [abides] from ages of ages.

I will resurrect you by My right hand».
Whenever we hear the Gospel account of the rising again of Jesus Christ - during the Paschal
feast or on ordinary Sundays - our hearts are filled with a God-given feeling of warmth and
compunction. His Resurrection is an abundant source of joy for all who confess His holy name.

Spiritual joy is a feature of a true Christian. Whoever has a close and living relationship with
the Risen Christ cannot help but rejoice during these days. The grace of the Holy Spirit, Who
proceeds from God the Father, is sent to him by the Risen Christ, Who ascended into Heaven,
and the believing person experiences blessedness from contemplation of the opened gates into
the eternal Heavenly Kingdom. Apostle Paul wrote about it this way: «If the Spirit of Him Who
raised Jesus from the dead is living in you, then He Who raised Jesus from the dead will give
life o your own mortal bodies through His Spirit living in you» (Rom. 8:11).

Who more than the great saint of the Russian land, the venerable Seraphim of Sarov (the
centenary of whose canonization we celebrate this year), is for us a brilliant instructor of the
spiritual life? Who more than he, this great ascetic and Spirit-bearer, can teach us how to
acquire this eternal Paschal joy, with which he himself radiated and was abundantly replete?

In his well-known conversation with N.A. Motovilov concerning the aim of the Christian life, the
holy elder asked him: «What else do you feel?» Motovilov replied: «Ineffable joyl». The holy
monk explained: «This is that joy of which the Lord speaks in His Gospel: "A woman when she is
in travail has sorrow, because her hour is come; but when she is delivered of the child, she
remembers no more the anguish, for joy that a man is born into the world" (John 16:21). This is
the same joy concerning which David says that "the bones of the humble shall rejoice," which
we the unworthy ones now feel in our bones. This is the same joy concerning which the Lord
says: "In the world you will be sorrowful, but when I see you again, your heart shall rejoice, and
your joy no one will fake from you" (John 16:22). Yet however comforting may be this joy which
you now feel in your heart, it is nothing in comparison with that truly ineffable joy which awaits
in the life Yo come those who love the Lord God, when He will appear to them face to face, when
truly unto the ages of ages their faces will shine with more brightness than a thousand suns.
This is why the Apostle says: "Now we are seeing a dim reflection as in a mirror; but then we
shall be seeing the Lord face to face, as He is" (1 Cor. 13:12)».

It is my desire that all of you, dear brothers and sisters, partake with all your being of the
grace-filled joy of Easter. On «this day which the Lord has made», on the day of His glorious

Resurrection, «let us rejoice and be glad in it».
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Christ is Risen! - Truly He is Risen!

Paschal Epistle of Metropolitan Laurus,
First Hierarch of the Russian Orthodox Church Abroad
Christ is Risen!

"Come, all ye faithful, and let us worship the holy Resurrection of Christ. For, lo! by the
Cross hath joy come to all the world" (Paschal Matins, "Having beheld the Resurrection
of Christ")

Joy and exultation have shone forth upon the whole world. And the hymns of the Church
during these days accordingly call us to spiritual joy: "This is the day that the Lord hath
made; let us rejoice and be glad therein." And the whole world, visible and invisible,
rejoices and exults in the rising of Christ.

“Let the heavens be glad as is meet, and let the earth rejoice; and let the whole world,
visible and invisible, keep festival, for Christ, the eternal gladness, is risen."

Since we celebrate the slaying of death, the destruction of Hades, the Holy Church
rejoices and joins chorus, and calls all to celebrate the joyous triumph of the
Resurrection of Christ. It invites both the angels and men, the living and the dead, to
join tfogether prayerfully now to hymn the all-radiant Resurrection of Christ.

Who can fail to rejoice, seeing that, after the terrible sufferings He underwent (which
we remembered with the Holy Church during Passion Week), Christ the Saviour has
risen? This miraculous event provides us with the basis for the resurrection which is to
come, and fills us also with paschal joy.

Our Lord Jesus Christ suffered, and by His sufferings He teaches us that without
suffering we will not be able to pass through this earthly life, this vale of tears and
sorrows. But after this earthly life, after all our sufferings, our own resurrection will
follow--we also will arise as our Saviour arose.

Therefore, let us rejoice and join chorus, brethren and sisters, for Christ has
vanquished Hades and death; He has thrown wide for us the gates of paradise, and unto
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all who have cleansed themselves of sins and iniquities with a pure heart <unto them all
has He granted forgiveness.

This is why the Holy Church calls us to spiritual triumph: "Jesus having risen from the
tomb, as He foretold, hath given us everlasting life and great mercy."

With all my heart I greet our archpastors, pastors, and our whole God-loving flock, with
these great and salvific days of the radiant Resurrection of Christ.
